Coordinate the week’s activity with faculty.
Work with STEM Tutoring & Study Center or the Math Learning Center to lead group
tutoring or supplemental learning sessions.

e Provide tutoring assistance with students in the assigned STEM classroom.
e Participate in beginning-of-semester trainings and workshops.
